
COURSE IN DIPLOMATIC FRENCH  
 

 
This course targets the students and graduates of Spiru Haret University, students from 
other universities, specialists in various academic contexts and other people interested in 
finding more about the French language in specific professional frameworks.   
 
 
COURSE PRESENTATION: 
The diplomatic discourse is a functional, pragmatic and highly efficient fast learning 
method, relying on informative texts and practical applications. 
 
Starting from original documents in French, the students will have the opportunity to 
study elements of diplomatic protocol, usual formulas, diplomatic discourse, 
correspondence, conference organization.  Moreover, there will be added notions from 
various fields, such as cultural, political, administrative, commercial. 
The teachers will make use of the latest learning methods, including electronic, audio-
video materials and well-supplied references.
